Launches “Future Science
Challenge” Competition
for Gifted Students in GCC
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Dubai - ‘Akhbar Al Tamayoz’

The Hamdan bin Rashid Al
Maktoum Center for Gifted-
ness and Creativity, an af-
filiate with the Hamdan bin
Rashid Al Maktoum Foun-

dation  for  Distinguished
Academic Performance,
launched the “Future Sci-

ence Challenge.” The chal-
lenge is an online competition
that enables over 200 gifted
students from the Gulf Co-
operation Council (GCC) to
showcase their creative ca-
pabilities through an interac-
tive virtual environment.

The results will be announced
on 25 November 2021 after
a thorough assessment of
the submitted projects. Par-
ticipating teams will be judged
according to various criteria
such as their design ability, in-
novative thinking, coding ca-
pacity, and presentation skills.
Dr. Jamal Al Muhairi, Dep-
uty Chairman of the Board
of Trustees and Secretary-
General of the Hamdan bin
Rashid Al Maktoum Founda-
tion for Distinguished Aca-
demic Performance, assert-
ed that the “Future Science
Challenge” is regionally the
first virtual competition for
gifted students in the fields of
artificial intelligence (Al) and
Internet of things (loT).

Competition Objectives

Al Muhairi added: “The com-
petition seeks to promote
learning Al and loT basics by
focusing on multi-disciplinary
educational approaches for
gifted and excellent students
in science and technology. A
virtual platform will allow par-
ticipating students to demon-
strate the stages of their pro-
ject development and share
them with their peers.”

Al Muhairi further comment-
ed: “The objectives of this
competition include helping
gifted students showcase
their capabilities and share
their passion with others
through an optimal competi-
tive environment and offer-
ing these students the op-
portunity to tackle real-world

problems and implement a
prototype for the solution
they devised. The competi-
tion will also provide an am-
ple opportunity for prominent
institutions in technology to
inspect the winning projects
and evaluate the feasibility of
implementing them. It further
aims to nurture participants’
social skills, reinforce their
teamwork spirit, and inspire
their creativity and talents.”

Participation
Requirements

The participation rules are
already set: the participant
must be a citizen of the GCC
countries (UAE, Babhrain,
Saudi Arabia, Oman, Qatar,
and Kuwait).

The age range for the con-
testants should be 10 to 17
years, inclusive (i.e., born
between 2004 to 2012). Each
team consists of 1 or 2 mem-
bers and a supervisor or two;
the latter’s age is no less than
18 years.

Invitations

Certain institutions were in-
vited to nominate their gifted
students. These institutions

include, from the UAE, the
Ministry of Education, Emir-
ates Association for Talent,
Sandooq Al Watan, Sharjah
Education Council, and Abu
Dhabi Department of Educa-
tion and Knowledge. They
also include the ministries of
education in Bahrain, Oman,
and Qatar, the Ministry of
Education and the King Ab-
dulaziz & His Companions
Foundation for Giftedness
and Creativity in Saudi Ara-
bia, and Sabah Al-Ahmad
Center for Giftedness and
Creativity in Kuwait.

Mechanism

Regarding the competition’s
mechanism, the official insti-
tutions concerned with foster-
ing gifted students in each
country nominate partici-
pants, and these participants
register in coordination with
the center. 8 virtual meet-
ings will then be held with the
participating teams to answer
their inquiries and provide
technical support. Finally, the
teams will submit their fin-
ished projects on the platform
to be evaluated by a commit-
tee of judges.

The Future Science Chal-
lenge Champion will receive
the competition award. In
addition, 4 special awards
will be granted to the Best
Designer, Best Innovator,
Best Engineer, and Best Pre-
senter.

As for the theme of the com-
petition, Al Muhairi stated:
“The theme of the first com-
petition (Smart Future) was
handpicked to encompass
various categories and im-
mense aspects such as ener-
gy, health care, smart homes,
smart cities, industry, digital
marketing, among others.”
Teams can use any open-
source programming platform
such as mBlock, Scratch,
Turbowarp, to name a few.

As per the MoA,
the Foundation
organizes work-
shops that cover
the demands of
ICBA to raise aware-
ness among special-
ists and talents target-
ed by the Foundation’s
programs.

Programs Operation

ICBA will assign profession-
als with efficiency in han-
dling students to enable tal-
ent programs that satisfy the
demands and needs of the
Foundation, as well as of-
fering introductory sessions
and engaging students
from the Hamdan Center in
ICBA YES initiative. ICBA
would foster and adopt the
innovations of the Hamdan
Center’s students, by mak-
ing opportunities accessible
and exhibit their innova-
tions and research in con-
ferences and scientific pro-
grams that ICBA introduces.
Furthermore, the students
at the Hamdan Giftedness
Center will be introduced
to the scope of ICBA’'s work
through virtual and field vis-
its. Workshops and training
programs will be organized
for the center’s students
in the areas of ICBA’s spe-
cialization, which include
the assessment of natural
resources, climate change
adaptation, crop production
and diversification, hydro-
ponics, bioenergy, and pol-
icy analysis, among others.
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Provides Advice for Choosing
Major and Career Paths

Among its efforts to raise
the awareness of gifted
students’ parents, the Ham-
dan bin Rashid Al Maktoum
Center for Giftedness and
Creativity published a guide
via its official Instagram
account targeting the par-
ents of gifted students to
lead their children better to
choose a suitable career.

The guide stated: “Parents

They can
recognize the children’s
skills and investigate the
pertinent career paths.
Possibilities are endless:
some children enjoy work-
ing with numbers, whereas
others like device decon-
struction and reconstruc-
tion. Social skills also vary
among children, and there
are those fond with arts and
research.”

Integrated Process

The center pointed out that
career orientation includes
helping individuals choose
a career path that suits their
skills, capacity, tenden-
cies, motivation, and future
plans. It further noted that
career orientation is an in-
tegrated process that starts
early in childhood. Good
career orientation requires
a complete understanding
of an individual’s charac-
teristics, preferences, and

tendencies. Family, friends,
and economic environment
are influential factors in this
process. A good career ori-
entation results in better
physical and psychological
health.

The center further com-
mented that students have
the right to choose their
career. However, to prac-
tice their right properly,
students must be aware of
the stages of good career
orientation. These stages
include understanding their
individual traits and tenden-
cies and identifying career
options that fit the same.
In addition, students must
examine the necessary
academic paths leading to
such a career and recog-
nize possible obstacles and
how to tackle them.

Skills

The center explained that
if the child is into activities
that require perceptual,
physical, and mechanical
skills, or is interested in
crafts, building, fixing, dis-
mantling, and assembling
things, and working with
engines and tools, then this
child is inclined to major in
engineering: an electrical
engineer, a civil engineer,
an architect, a mechanical
engineer, and aeronautical
engineer.

However, if the child is into
regular routine work and
short repetitive tasks, prob-
lem-solving and puzzles,
mathematics, numbers, and
sciences, and working on
computers, then this child is
inclined to major as an ac-
countant, interior designer,
astronaut, biologist, chem-
ist, computer technician,
crime scene investigator,
information security, doctor,
radiologist, engineer, finan-
cial consultant, geneticist,
meteorologist, pharmacist,
statistician, system ana-
lyzer, veterinarian, video
game designer, and web
developer.

Helping Others

The center further dem-
onstrated that “if you think
your child is interested in
helping others feel better
about themselves or solve

their problems, or teach-
ing others what to do and
provide them with coun-
seling, then the child may
be inclined to the following
majors: psychiatrist, psy-
chologist, counselor, health
professional, nurse, nutri-
tion expert, medic, social
worker, career counselor,
and education counselor.”
However, if your child tends
to be in charge of projects
and individuals, can handle
responsibility and lead oth-
ers, tends to sell his ideas
and persuade others, can
plan and direct activities,
and manage sales, then
they tend to major in the fol-
lowing: ad manager, insur-
ance official, lawyer, politi-
cian, property manager,
stock expert, and business
administrator.

Creative Tendencies

If the child is immersed
in creative works such as
painting, writing, animation,
acting, singing, and playing
music, then a perfect major
may be a cartoon animator,
artist or art teacher, design-
er, director, marketing man-
ager, musician, anchorman,
poet, and writer.

The scientific possibilities
are diverse, including tech-
nology, science, commerce,
business administration,
sales, social services, arts,
and health care.

Activity

The center concluded with
an activity wherein the par-
ent of a gifted student re-
quires their child to make
a list of career choices that
match their skills and ten-
dencies. Furthermore, the
child should pick an aca-
demic path in school and
college to facilitate their ed-
ucation and development in
their career of choice. The
children will then be able to
identify possible future ob-
stacles and find solutions to
overcome them. The gifted
students should also visit
their preferred worksites
and favorite institutions
to work in and write down
notes regarding the advan-
tages and disadvantages of
such career paths.
