The winners of the 25th cycle of the
Hamdan bin Rashid Al Maktoum
Foundation for Distinguished
Academic Performance awards at
the local, Gulf, Arab, and international
levels will be recognized at a
ceremony in March 2023 in Dubai.

“Deaf Reach Schools” which
was presented by the Family
Educational Services Foundation
in the Islamic Republic of Pakistan.
The entire budget of its educational
charitable projects is one million
dollars annually. This ambitious
initiative aims to support the deaf
through technology, by offering
a comprehensive curriculum that
focuses on educating teachers and
training parents in order to hire and
integrate people of determination
who are deaf into society.

well as enhancing communication
skills with others, accepting different
viewpoints, and sharing experiences.
In addition to other events, more
than 50 gifted students took part in
the activities, which were split into
two phases (basic and enrichment)
based on age groupings.
